No claims of accuracy or authentication of the material herein are made or may be assumed. 

Many of these records have been superseded by subsequent research. Hence, there are records 

which are erroneous and unreliable; it would have been a Herculean task to attempt to correct all 

of them. Fortunately, there are only a few critical genealogical facts that are involved, and which 

are correctly stated here: 

 Richard (the Immigrant) Yarborough was never married to Frances Proctor; 

 Ambrose Yarbrough did not immigrant from Yorkshire; he is now believed to be a 

descendant of Richard the Immigrant; 

 There are so far only two proven sons of Old Richard – John and Richard II; 

 There is so far no evidence proving Joshua Yarborough I to be a descendant of Old 

Richard. 

 The “Old Country” referred to in old documents and letters is the Colony of Virginia, 

not England or the Old World. 

 There were not seven brothers who immigrated from “the old country”; in fact, it now 

appears there were three brothers and four sons of the brothers.  Which were the 

fathers and which were the sons are so far unknown. 

In spite of these inaccuracies, these records comprise much of our history and some of our 

accomplishments. There are pages whose print quality is so poor that word recognition was not 

possible.  In spite of that, at least partial capability for searching these volumes is provided, as well 

as an index to each volume.  Nonetheless, the viewer is cautioned to perform his/her own due 

diligence in connection with any use of this material. 

 

The various spellings of the Yarbrough surname have never been applied consistently, even 

within a given family.  To the extent possible, the names in the index reflect the names used on the 

source pages; where it wasn’t clear as to which might be the proper spelling, the spelling used is 

“Yarbrough”.

This list of teachers in the county who 
made reports had dropped off since the year 
before.

E. Wil­
liams was allowed $15.00 for bringing the 
school fund from Austin to Panola County. 

In August, 1859, C.D. Moore resigned as

An interesting paper in the Court Records is 
addressed to "The Chief Justice of the County 
Court of Panola County"; and it gives the first 
mention of Youngblood School in the Court 
Records: "Please pay to P.H. Hoskins and 
Grisham Herrin, patrons of the School taught 
at Youngblood's School House, in the years 
1858 and 1859, by Dr. Daniels, the amount 
due to the patrons of that school for the time 
aforesaid of the Public School Funds in the 
Treasury of Panola County, September, 1859. 
Signed by Willis Singletary, Ira Darter, West 
Hoskins, G. W. Dillard, and James Craw­
ford." 

Perhaps this was the usual notice given to 
the Court before the apportionment was paid, 
as seen by the list of patrons named the fol- · 
lowing November, 1859; the Court had 
$682.88 remaining in the fund after deduc­
tion.s for Indigent Children. "It is therefore 
ordered that out of same there be paid the 
sum of 1 V2 cents per day to each scholar 
returned in the County Tabular Reports . . . 
the same to be paid to the following named 
persons as receivers to be paid to the several 
scholars . . . " The list that follows shows 
both the teacher and the patrons who received 
the apportionment.

This November, 1860, Term of Court or­
dered that the State Treasurer pay to Panola 
County Treasurer $1657.60, as the county 
apportionment of the State School Fund for 
the year ending August 31, 1860. A further 
order was that the State Treasurer pay to S.B. 
Darnell, Panola County Treasurer, $164.47, 
the amount due from the State Treasurer, "as 
·per letter of advice of Comptroller, September 
10, 1860." This was the tax due on the Public 
School Lands. 

Sidney Stephen's Teacher's Tabular State­
ment was presented to the March, 1861 Court 
and he was allowed $30.86 from the Indigent 
Fund; and $3.12 was allowed to paying pat­
rons of Stephens's School. At the same 
Court, B. F. Morris and J.J. Kirkland were ap­
pointed Examiners of the Indigent School 
Fund. 

The May, 1861, Court allowed J.C. Wilson, 
teacher, 8 cents per day for 96 days he taught 
Indigent Children, or a total of $7.68. S.S. 
Lewis was allowed $44.88 for tuition of Indi­
gents attending the school taught by him. The 
Court also allowed John M. Vawter and C. F. 
Lewis $11.26, as patrons for the school 
taught by S.S. Lewis. 

In the fall of 1861 the Court again ordered 
that the "School Fund in the treasury be dis­
tributed to the following named teachers who 
.have completed . . . at the rate of 10¢ per 
day for all Indigent Scholars that attended 
their several schools." The list of teachers 
followed; but the same Court also ordered 

'that several paying patrons of these same 
teachers receive 3/4¢ per day that they had 
actually sent their children to school and las 
reported by the teachers' Tabular Reports. 
The table of those who shared in that appor­
tionment is important for the War had actually 
begun by this time.

This school, like others in the county, op­
erated at a local level until the consolidation 
pressures became obvious in the 1940's and 
Jumbo consolidated with Gary. 

LIBERTY CHAPEL (Formerly, 
Frog pond) 

The first school for Liberty Chapel was do­
nated by Mr. Respess who was also its 
teacher for several years. Some of his pupils 
were his own grandchildren. 

On the same location as the Respess 
School, Liberty Chapel was established and 
defined as Common School District #20 on-
December 6, 1907. 

In 1!312, the County Board of Education 
rated the school as Intermediate (seven 
grades). The 1913 Board Rating was the 
same. 

Mr. Holmes reported In 1912, "Liberty 
Chapel, District #20, has the house repaired . 
and furniture has been added. This school is 
very small and will not succeed 'till its patrons 
are mortl enthused over the subject of educa­
tion." 

liberty Chapel did become an enthusiastic 
elementary school before the consolidation 
movement came. In the 1940's this district 
consolidated with Carthage. 

LILES- MURRAY­
\NALDROP SCHOOL 

An interesting experience is to follow the' 
story of a one-room school from pioneer 
times to modern days. Such a story is the one 
about a school that changed its name to that 
of the family land where it was located. 

In the 1870's through the 1890's, a school 
was taught by Mr. Liles and it was called 
LILES ~CHOOL. It was taught in a house on 
the road between Fairplay and Brooks, near 

Buckner's Creek. Known teachers of MUR­
RAY SCHOOL were: Sudie Lowrie, Amanda 
Davenport, Minnie Donovan, Hurst Chadwick 
and lena Moseley. 

Essie Waldrop Belew remembers attending 
Murray School in 1903, when she was about 
seven years old. Minnie Donovan, the teach­
er, came to Carthage for Christmas. When 
she returned riding horseback, she h_ad icicles 
in her hair. This impressed the children who 
also had to ride horseback or walk long dis­
tances to school. 

She describes the furnishings of thai 
school room. Students sat on benches, with 
only one long table-desk at the front of the 
room. This was for all students to sit around 
(again on benches) to recite or for writing 
lessons. The lid to this desk raised and held a 
chest-like cavity which held all students' 
books there. Students had to furnish their 
own books, so there were very few. They took 
turns in groups or classes, while others 
studied at their seats. All grades were taught. 
in the same room. 

Essie remembers sixteen pupils of Minnie 
Donovan in 1903: six Taylor children - Wil­
liam, Jewel, John, Cecil, Onyce and Marvin; 
two Brownings - Douglas and Richmond; 
two Waldrops- Essie and David; three-Akins 
children - Horace, Corbitt and Orra; two 
Raleys - John and Nannie; and Carrie 
Weaver. One of the Taylor boys became a 
lawyer at Marshall . 

After recess on Friday afternoons, each 
child who had been studious received an 
award. He or she drew for a small colored 
picture card. This was a coveted prize for all 
ages. 

David (F.D.) Waldrop remembers some of 
the mischevious stunts pulled by older boys . 
The floor planks had wide cracks between; 
and neighbors' pigs and chickens wandered 
around and under the house at will. In the 
spring, the boys would bring fish-hooks and 
string to fix traps for the chickens and/or 
pigs. When the teacher was busy with other 
students, these boys baited the hooks with 
bread or corn and dropped them through the 
cracks. The opposite end of each string was 
held firmly by a bare foot until the noise and 
commotion under the floor had disturbed the 
school. The foot would release the string and 
no one knew who was responsible. 

In 1908, a wave of school Improvement 
swept over the County under the leadersh' of 
the first County School Superintendent, Prof. 
A.J. Holmes. This school was moved from 
Murray to the Dud Waldrop Place, in the 
Sugar Hill Area. This was about the same time 
that Brooks School was moved one mile East 
on the road toward Murray SchooL 

The new school was created and defined, 
January 14, 1908, as WALDROP SCHOOL,

They went to Little Rock, Ar­
kansas, and were dismounted there; and their 
horses were sent home. They then took a 
Mississippi River Steamboat to Memphis, 
Tennessee, where they got railroad transpor­
tation to Corinth, Mississippi. 

Capt. Bob's own words explain their expe-
riences from Cornith: ''There our troubles be­
gan. Our Company C was in the 14th Texas, 
Ector's Brigade, which was in many hard­
fought battles. We had hard battles in Missis­
sippi, Alabama, Georgia and Tennessee. We 
went out with 117 men in our Company and 
only sixteen ever got back home." 

Four other brothers of Capt. Bob Weir were 
in the War, too. Andrew W. Weir and his 
brother Henry were in R.N. Cumby's Com­
pany which was organized at Henderson, May 
7, 1861, several months before Bob's Com­
pany. Charles was in a different company, but 
the title of that company is not known. Dr. 
G.~;. Weir, another brother; was a surgeon in 
the Virginia Army. 

Mr. Weir made several references to his 
Civil War experiences in letters and newspa­
per articles of his day.

Most of the Yarborough Is attend the Meth-
odist Church and several generations are 
buried in Harris Chapel Cemetery.
